The ATONs program is moving along well in spite of the obstacles that we encountered this spring. We have a WEB SITE that can be accessed from the District 1SR page. Click on “MEMBERS”,  then on “District Staff/Programs”, scroll down to my picture and click on "Website" - there you will find all of the training material for ATONs and the new bridge program, all of the forms that need to be filed and you will also find our newsletter where you will be able to keep abreast of the Program. 

The team has conducted many Training sessions already and there are sessions in Burlington and New Haven on the 10th of June. We will be scheduling ATON training as needed and we will try to get the Bridge training to all the Sectors ASAP. 

I have a great Staff of ADSO's and all are working diligently to keep the program going. There has been some difficulty getting the PID lists in some areas and we are having some problems getting people Qualified as Verifiers but we are all working to get these problems solved and expect to have a productive season.

The Bridge survey reports that were completed and sent to the Bridge office were well received and the Surveyor was copied on the letter sent to the bridge owner that described the Discrepancy's. That shows that our work is being taken seriously by The Coast Guard Bridge Office.

We are spending a lot of time in the Training courses teaching Verifiers how to fill out the paperwork and to be sure that the 7030 forms go into their FSO-IS. In 2004 the District received an award certificate for doing 1294 AID's inspections That would have made me very happy if it were not for the fact that SFO/Moriches on the South Shore turned in discrepancy forms for 1200 PATONS. That leads me to believe that the 7030 forms are not going in. It’s not possible that the entire District only did 1294 verifications if SFO/Moriches did 1200 alone.

Remember the 7030 forms are on the national site (http://nws.cgaux.org/) under FORMS and that a 7030 must be filled out for the patrol and a second 7030 must be filled out for the individual Verifiers report.

	The New 1SR Bridge program



The new 1SR bridge program got underway this past spring, starting with training on the new program given at the district conference, and continuing with training workshops in the field. Sector NY-South has completed a bridge training workshop, and SFO-Moriches is in the process of scheduling one. SO-ANs who would like to have the bridge training workshop given in their area should contact either their sector ADSO-AN (see listing on Page 4), or ADSO-AN Bridge Kevin Redden.

The first bridge surveys under the new program have been completed on some of the New Jersey bridges and forwarded to the C.G. bridge office. These reports generated letters to the bridge owners requiring that the discrepancies (mostly extinguished lights) be corrected immediately. A new feature of the bridge program is that a copy of the letter to the bridge owner is now being copied by the bridge office back to the AtoN Department, where we send it on to the member who filed the original bridge discrepancy or survey report. This not only lets the member know that his reporting has resulted in a corrective action by the gold side, but also alerts the member to watch for the repair, and to be ready to file another report if the repair is not accomplished in a timely fashion. This new feedback system is showing that the bridge discrepancies being reported are being acted on, and are resulting in corrective action being taken by the bridge owners.
The new Bridge Discrepancy forms are posted on the District AtoN web site (www.boatmoves.com/CGAux/aton.htm). Coxswains are requested to keep a few of the new Bridge Discrepancy forms on their facilities so they are at hand in case a problem is observed on a bridge during a patrol.  Since a picture speaks a thousand words, members are asked to also forward a digital photo of any bridge problems found, when possible.
